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5A	 Money dominoes
Activity type: Reading – Dominoes game – Groups of three
Aim: To reinforce and extend language for financial transactions
Language: Common expressions used in shopping / online shopping / bureaux de change /  
banks, or by cash machines – Use any time after 5.1.
Preparation: Make one copy of the worksheet for each group of three learners. Cut up the 
dominoes.
Time: 15–20 minutes 

1	 	 Divide learners into groups of three (A, B and C) and give each group a set of 
dominoes. On the board, write shop  –  online  –  bank  –  cash machine. 
In their groups, learners have five minutes to look over the dominoes and decide in 
which of the above context(s) they would expect to come across the expressions on 
the dominoes. (Note: Some sentences may be associated with more than one context. 
For example, How can I help you? could be associated with a shop or a bank.)

2	 	 Learners share out the dominoes so that each player has six. Learner A chooses a 
domino and lays it down. Learner B follows by laying down alongside it a domino 
with what he/she sees as a matching context. Learner C continues. At any point, 
you and/or other learners in the group can question or challenge the decision of 
the learner laying down the domino. If that learner cannot justify his/her decision 
adequately, he/she is not allowed to lay down his/her domino.

3	 	 Learners continue laying down their dominoes until one player has used all his/her 
dominoes. He/She is the winner within each group. 

Alternative

Instead of having winning individuals, you could have winning groups. The first group to 
place all their dominoes appropriately is the winning group.
