Aim: To describe feelings in a variety of situations (and suggest suitable responses)
Language: Describing feelings – Use any time after 9.1.
Preparation: Make one copy of the questionnaire for each learner.
Time: 15–20 minutes

1	 	 Give a copy of the questionnaire to each learner. Clarify vocabulary as necessary. 

2	 	 Divide learners into pairs. Learners either complete the questionnaire individually 
and then compare their reactions with their partner or they interview their partner 
and record their partner’s responses in the questionnaire. During their pairwork, 
learners explain their responses as necessary. Questions should be encouraged!

Extension

Have whole-class brainstorms to agree on which reaction would be most appropriate in 
each situation.
