Through this approach, knowledge about language transfers to
real language use. In addition, ‘Listening and Speaking’ and Reading and Writing’ sections integrate spoken language and

written language learning.

A task-based approach maximizes the use of linguistic knowledge and encourages meaningful interaction between
learners. Various types of tasks arc introduced and activity sheets are provided as needed. The CD-ROM offers detailed

direction to assist instructors in managing class activities.

A systematic approach to learning vocabulary, grammar and pronunciation is adopted. Carefully selected vocabulary
relating to the topic of each unit is meaningfully presented to learners increasing efficacy. In-depth descriptions with
example sentences explain the meaning and usage of grammatical items and reinforce grammar concepts. The Grammar
Extension presented at the back of the book as appendix aids learners’ comprehension of target grammar. The Pronunciation

section also promotes accuracy and fluency with lessons for individual sounds, phonological rules and intonation.

This textbook is designed to actively integrate culture with classroom instruction. Cultural information is delivered by
visual aids such as pictures and photograph and level tailored concise explanations. This book also provides learners with
opportunities for meaningful language production by sharing their own experiences interculturally. The appendix further

extends the understanding of Korean culture.

The text includes a CD-ROM that can be used in the classroom as well as independently, as an effective tool for
previewing and reviewing. It contains simple exercises for vocabulary and grammar, speaking practices, reading texts,

transcripts, vocabulary and grammar lists, audio files, and supplementary materials for classroom use.

Korean and English translations help English-speaking learners understand quickly. English translation is offered for

Speaking 1,2 dialogues, Grammar Extension, Culture Extension exercise instructions, and new vocabulary.

Abundant visual aids such as photographs and illustrations make learning more realistic and enjoyable. Visual aids clearly

enhance learning efficacy and increase learners’ interest by delivering information on situations and meanings.

The common cold is caused by a variety of viral infections. Koreans have traditionally used various home remedies
that warm their bodies to treat colds, because they have believed that colds are caused by cold energy coming into the
body. Putting green onions on the nose and warming massages are two examples of ways to raise body temperature.

However,
the customs and meaning of jipdeuri‘ were different during the Joseon dynasty. ‘Jipdeuri’ literally means moving into a
new house. People in the Joseon dynasty practiced ancestor worship on the first day in a new home to wish for prosperity
and to expel bad energy. This custom remains today as a housewarming party, and homeowners are given toilet paper or
laundry detergent to enhance the prosperity of the new home. Giving gifts such as toilet paper or laundry detergent can
also have alternate meanings. Toilet paper represents that life in the new residence smoothly unrolls like toilet paper does.
And laundry detergent represents that the new homeowners have their happiness bubble up like detergent.
